	Make your own lab over Newton’s 2nd law.  Turn in both a teacher version and a student version (perform the lab and turn in your data and questions/answers, etc.)
	Make a hanging mobile about Newton’s 3 laws, gravity, periodic motion and friction.  Include definitions AND examples.  This should be fantastic wow if it is going to be worth 40 points.  


	Write a 3 page (at least!), double-spaced report over Sir Isaac Newton.  Be sure to use English class rules regarding plagiarism, quoting, and citing sources.

	Design a toy based on a Newton’s laws, construct a working model of the toy, and create an advertisement campaign, complete with a title and slogan. 


	TEST over the unit.
	Design your own option here.

	Build a mouse-trap racecar.  Design it so that it has as little of friction as possible.  Race it and collect data.  Present this data in a report very similar to what you did for the light/lenses/mirrors project.  

	Make and teach a lesson plan to an elementary class regarding Newton’s 3 Laws, friction and gravity.  There should be some sort of assessment included in your plan to be sure students learned your material.  Include the students work in the material turned in to the teacher (me).

	Make a movie about Newton’s 3 laws, including gravity, periodic motion, and friction.
