Student and Classroom Expectations:

7. Clean up your area.  At the end of a lab this will include cleaning the lab equipment, properly disposing or putting away the specimens, and wiping off the tables.  If you are not sure how to clean or dispose of materials please ask.  
8.  Substitute teacher policy:  The rule is simple-the substitute teacher is in charge and has the final say.  You are to follow their instructions, even if it varies from the normal routine.  If your name is written down for any negative reason, no-questions-asked detention will be assigned.  
9. Assignments are due at the beginning of class of the due date, please place them in the correct basket labeled for your class.  Work not turned in on time will receive half credit, after 7 days they will receive a zero.   

10. CHEATING WILL NOT BE TOLERATED!  Loaning or copying your work from someone else is cheating.  Everyone involved in cheating will receive a zero for the assignment. Sometimes you will have an opportunity to work with a partner to complete the assignment.  This does not mean that one person does all the work and the other copies the material.  This is also considered cheating.
