Classroom Rules
1. Be in the room on time. At the end of class, stay in your seat until dismissed.
2. Bring your book, notebooks and pen/pencil every day.  I will allow 4 restroom/locker runs per semester, after that you will owe me 15 minutes before or after school each time.
3. A calculator is REQUIRED for chemistry and physics, and also must be brought to class each day.  The calculator must be able to do scientific notation and trig functions (sin, cosine, etc.)  See me if this is a problem…we will work something out.
4. Safety is VERY IMPORTANT in a science classroom.  ABSOLUTELY NO HORSEPLAY WILL BE TOLERATED!  
5. Clean up your area on a daily basis.  If we’ve performed a lab, clean up the equipment, put it away, and wipe off your table with a wet paper towel.
6. Absences happen.  Planned absences: you must get your work ahead of time.  Unplanned absences (ill, etc.):  See me the day that you return to school to get your assignment, even if it is a day that we do not meet.  You will need to get the notes from a classmate or from my school webpage.  You will have two days for every day that you were absent to make up your work.  After that, the work is late and scores will be deducted accordingly.  YOU are responsible for getting your makeup work and turning it in.
7. Pop, candy, food, etc. are not allowed, unless we are having a special event.  Water is allowed.  I will give you one warning, then you will receive a detention.  Gum is allowed, but if I begin to find it under the desks or seats, gum will be banned.

8. You will have an online blog in this class.  It will be part of your quarter grade.  I have provided a more complete sheet explaining the blog, so please read that for more information.  If you still have questions, please do not hesitate to contact me.  


9. Substitute teacher policy:  The rule is simple-the substitute teacher is in charge and has the final say.  You are to follow their instructions, even if it varies from my normal routine.  If your name is written down for any negative reason, a one-hour no-questions-asked detention will be assigned.  Being a substitute is a difficult job, so be respectful.

10. Assignments are due at the beginning of class on the date specified.  Late assignments are half credit.  After a week, they become a zero.  

11. Assignments from the book must have your first and last name, the date, and the assignment (ex. Questions 1-10, page 13).  Worksheets must have your first and last name and date.

12. I am generally available for help before and after school.  Students are ALWAYS encouraged to come in for extra help on reviewing material or to ask questions.  

13. Cheating- CHEATING WILL NOT BE TOLERATED!  Loaning your work to someone for them to copy is cheating.   So is copying someone else’s work.  It will result in a zero for all parties involved.  Occasionally, you will be allowed to work in partners on homework in class.  The expectation when we do that is that both partners do equal work—NOT that one person does all the work and the other person just copies the work!  This too will be counted as cheating.  If you have questions about this…err on the safe side and ask! 

14. Occasionally, extra credit opportunities might come up.  Examples include submitting a science fair project, or attending the storm spotter training classes in the spring.  Generally, I do not give out extra worksheets or research reports as extra credit.  If you find yourself with a grade that you are unsatisfied with, come see me and we’ll discuss your options.  However, if you have ever missed an assignment or turned in a late assignment, you will not be allowed extra credit.  So, make sure all of your assignments are turned in, and that they are on time.
15. Cell phones may be used occasionally in class as stopwatches or to take pictures of a lab or activity to email to the teacher.  However, they are NOT to be used to text during class.  1st offense: I take the cell phone away until the end of the day.  2nd offense: cell phone is given to the principal and your parent/guardian comes to get it.  If you have a cell phone texting addiction, please leave your phone in your locker or at home.

16. I reserve the right to alter the policies to meet changes in the school policy or classroom.
